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Tucked into the Sofitel Lafayette Square, this “quiet little” American
bistro rolls out a “diverse” menu of “well-prepared seafood”, salads,
sandwiches and haute pastries with a French twist; service gets mixed
marks (“great” vs. “snotty”), but a “beautiful space” replete with
contempo artwork and plush leather chairs makes it a “pleasant”

choice for a midpriced repast after visiting Le Bar, the adjacent “up-
tempo” watering hole.
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
